Senior Support Services provides caregivers for older adults

WARREN - Central Jersey senior citizens who need help with daily activities have a new resource. 


     Norman Agran started Senior Support Services in August, 2002 to "improve the lives of seniors by helping them remain in their homes for longer periods of time and in a safer environment," he said. 


     "We do that by assisting them with their activities of daily living 


or ADL’s, providing incidental transportation, shopping for food and clothing, light housekeeping, meal preparation, medication reminders and true companionship. 


     Agran said he has about 35 caregivers on staff at the moment.  


"We do full criminal and motor vehicle checks," he said. "And they are of course, bonded and insured."


     Agran added that many of 


his current employees are former nurses' assistants, or home health

aides who want to return to the field. 


     While his business is targeted to keep seniors in their homes, Agran  also places employees in assisted living centers and nursing homes to provide  increased personal service.


     "Our real mission is to  prevent senior’s from entering facilities, particularly, before their time," he said. 


     "The truth is there are not enough assisted living facilities, or nursing homes for our current  


     








aging population.”


     “ Our services are covered by


most long-term care insurance policies, and our standard hourly rate is $19, but that will change for clients needing assistance for 12 or 24 hour care”  he  said.  "It depends on the particular needs of the patient.”


     Agran's caregivers do not provide medical assistance. 


     "Transportation, housekeeping and companionship are the main ingredients," he said.  "Playing cards, watching movies, listening to their stories." 


     Agran is marketing his services  through the area’s offices on aging, 


and other social services agencies.


     "Elder care has now become a bigger issue than day care," he said
